I. LOCATION 
Swimming: Lamar CISD Natatorium (5021 Airport Rd/Rosenberg, TX 77471/832.223.3579) 
Diving:  Lamar CISD Natatorium 
 

II. DATE / TIME 
Diving:  Saturday, February 6, 2010   8:30am warm-up 

9:30am start 
 

Swimming: Saturday, February 6, 2010   11:30am warm-up 
1:00pm start (Timed Finals) 
 

III. WARMUP 
Each team will be designated a warm-up lane.  Sprint lanes will be designated at a certain time. 

 
IV. SCRATCHES 

Scratches are due one hour before each session.  There will be no additions. 
 
V. OFFICIALS 

Diving:   A minimum of 3 Judges will serve as District certified judges.   See Coach Schramme if 
you have someone interested in being a dive official.  Any official not acting as a coach 
will be paid.  All District judges must be current with certification. 

 
Swimming: High School Certified Officials will be paid $35.00 each. Eight workers/officials are 

needed to serve as:  
Starter 
Referee 
2 stroke/turn judges 
2 poolside take-off judges 
1 timing system operator 
1 hy-tek computer operator

Meet Committee: Toni Schramme – Meet Director, Steve Long – Referee, El Campo 
coach and Bay City coach will serve on the meet committee to decide on any disputes not 
directly accounted for in the rules. (We will select one female and one male athlete at 
meet to serve on the committee)   

VI. SCORING 
Top eight will score.   (Top 6 advance to Regionals) 

 
 
VII. AWARDS 

Medals will be given to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place, and ribbons given to 4th - 8th in both individual and relay 
events for the varsity meet.    

 
Championship plaques will be awarded to top 3 male and female teams. 

 
Certificates for athletes breaking District records will be issued to the coach at the regional meet. 



 
Individual Recognition of Athletes: 
1st Team All District will consist of 1st - 3rd place winners in individual events 
2nd Team All District will consist of 4th - 6th place winners in individual events 
 
Academic All-District – 90 average using the average of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd 6-weeks grades.  This is to be 
calculated as un-weighted and unrounded.  Coaches must submit a list of recipients on January 26, 2010 
at the District Meeting (10am at the LCISD Natatorium). 

 
Swimmers and Divers of the Year/meet will be conducted with the use of hy-tek power point. 
The Coach of the Year award will be voted on by those who are current TISCA members. 

 
VII. ADMISSION 
 

Admission will not be charged at the Swimming and Diving finals.  
    
IX. TIMING 

An automatic timing system will be used which should include: 
A. Touch pad for each lane 
B. Two (2) push buttons per lane 
C. Two (2) watches per lane 

             8-line scoreboard will be running as well as the use of dive panels. 
Each team will supply 4 timers per session. Timers cannot be parents; they need to be coaches or 
administrators.  

 
X. RESTRICTIONS  

Air horns, bells and other mechanical noisemakers are prohibited in all District sessions. 
 
XI. ENTRIES 

All coaches will meet at the LCISD Natatorium, Tuesday, January 26, 2010 to submit entries.  We will 
meet at the pool at 10:00am.  Please use hy-tek for your entries as well as provide a hard copy.  All 
coaches will receive a psych sheet on that day.   Dive sheets will need to be turned in as well.  Please have 
dive sheets filled out according to an 11-dive meet as stated in the National Federation Rule Book.  Be 
sure to include divers on your entry sheets.   Entry sheets can be found in your UIL handbook. 
We will offer JV events in the 50 free and 100 free. 
 
Entry Fees:  Awards, officials, security, and hospitality fees will be divided between the  
teams and billed after the meet.    

 
XII. MEET REGULATIONS 

The meet will be governed by rules stated in UIL Handbook and National Federation Rulebook. 
 

XIII. MISC. 
We will have LCISD Security at the Timed Finals. They will direct buses to appropriate area to park. 
The wall nearest the pool entry will be used as a warm-up / cool-down lane. 

  Parents will need to sit upstairs.   Downstairs will be for athletes and coaches only. 
 Concessions will be available as well as District t-shirts on sale. 
 Heat sheets will be available for coaches; parents may purchase theirs.
